Climate change is a very intense topic in our country which finds its way into political, business and
social conversations, often with vocal disagreement among participants. This presentation will give
background information about the phenomenon and methods which have been used to characterize
these changes. The human dimension of the problem will be emphasized. We will then consider
solutions to the problem. Participants will be able to share their views using personal response devices
and to compare their replies to those of more than 3,000 members of previous audiences.

Dr. Jorgensen spent a sabbatical leave as Senior Fellow at the National Council for Science and the
Environment (NCSE). He developed climate change curricular materials which has been developed
into a web-based repository with over 300 resources for students and educators
(https://camelclimatechange.org/index.html ) His work on climate change education has been
supported by grants from NASA and NSF.

He earned a Ph.D. in Physical Chemistry from the University of lllinois at Chicago and a B.S. in
Chemistry from Quincy University. He completed a postdoctoral appointment in chemical education at
the University of lllinois at Urbana-Champaign. He served as chair of the American Chemical Society's
(ACS) Committee on Education and is the councilor of the Toledo Local Section of ACS.

He was selected as a 2012 American Chemical Society Fellow. In 2013 he received an American
Chemical Society-Committee on Environmental Improvement Award for Incorporating Sustainability
into Chemistry Education. He has received a University of Toledo Outstanding Teaching Award and
was twice appointed as a Master Teacher in the College of Arts and Sciences. In 2017 he received an
Edith Rathbun Outreach and Engagement Excellence Award from the University of Toledo.
